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The new FTZs will be located in Liaoning, Zhejiang, Henan,
Hubel, Sichuan, Shaanxi and Chongqing.
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What distinguishes each FTZ from the next is the regional
industrial agglomeration each of them is intended to create.
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The concentration of industries may be the biggest opportunity
for foreign investors.

In FTZs, foreign
goods and
components can be
assembled or used in
the production
process and re-
exported without the
usual intervention of
customs authorities.
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Foreign companies may find that their products and services
can be exported to these Free Trade Zones with lower or no
duty payable.
